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Hestoric adventure in Khwahan of Badakhshan
By construction of Sabzdashtto Khwahan road NRAP vehicle entered to khwahan district on first July 2011 for the
first time in the history of the country. Farooq Azar regional engineer of NRAP in Badakhshan says construction of
10 KM road of this district is going on by NRAP and recently after opening the way for vehicles NRAP car was the
first car that entered into Khwahan district. The achievement profoundly appreciated by all the residents of
Khawahan and was a pleasant moment for all and especially for those who were seeung a car for the first time in
their life, says engineer Azar.
The local residents welcomed NRAP team by spreading up flowers over the team
and giving gifts to them. They were also repeatedly appreciated NRAP forits great
work, according to him. :
Construction of Sabzdasht to Khwahan road is started on July 2009 and has been &
planed to be completed on October 2011. According to NRAP officials, the
construction contracted costs of this road worth 15,621,994 AFN granted by World
Bank. By completion of this road 1200 household will be directly and virtually
50000 people; the population of this district will be indirectly benefited from this
road. ;
Khwahan district is located 230 KM away from Faizabad; the capital of
Badakhshan province and was one of those districts that didn't have any access to
the transportation facilities but by construction of this road the residents of this
area found access to road and transportation as basic life amenities.

Nine thousand people will rescue from transportation problems in Badakhshan

National Rural Access Program (NRAP) in continuing of its activities in Badakshan province this time launched
construction work of Yawan-Petaw road in Yawan district. NRAP officials in Badakshan say, construction work of this road
which lengthens 8.5 KM started on 1st June, 2011 and planed to be completed on 18 October 2012.

According to NRAP officials in Badakhshan the construction of this road includes 192 associate infrastructures along the
road that will be constructed simultaneously. This project will cost 30, 203, 936 AFN from the over all grant of the World
Bank to the program.

According to NRAP officials in Badakhshan,construction of Yawan-petaw road will increase access of 9000 rural residents
to civil services and 10 villages also will be connected to the district center. Residents of Yawan district say; "construction of
this road will have good effect on their economy". Yawan district is located 85 KM away from Faizabad the capital of
Badakhshan province.

Construction work of Kandi Bagh bridge delays due to security threats
Construction of Kandi Bagha Bridge in Chaparhar district of Nengarhar province delayed for at virtually four months due to
security reasons. Eng. Abdul Latif Hamkar senior regional engineer of NRAP in east of the country says, construction of
Kandi Bagh bridge has been delayed due to security threats. According to plan the construction work of this bridge had to
be completed by 18 July 2011; however it is supposed to be continue for up coming four months additionally says Eng,
Hamkar. We are trying to attract cooperation of local community in providing the security of our engineers to finalize the
work of this bridge by their support, added Eng, Hamkar.

He further added regional engineers are in touch with elders and head of local Shuras to find their support in construction of
the bridge. According to Hamkar hitherto, 70 percent work of this bridge has been completed. He mentioned the explosion
of improvised explosive device (IED) on May of this year as an example of those threats which delayed the construction
work of this bridge.

Kandi Bagh Bridge of Chaparhar district lengthens 112 m and by its construction most transportation problems of people
will be solved. Local residents are also supporting NRAP for construction ofthis bridge.
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
